ISSUANCE OF LETTERS TO OFFICERS

Our attention has been drawn to the fact that the Circles have served letters to our members advising them of the consequence of their participation in the strike proposed to be observed on 20th and 21st February 2013 as per the directives of the United Forum of Bank Unions – a strike notice has already been served on behalf of the entire workforce in the banking industry to all concerned.   We are surprised at the enthusiasm and initiative shown by the bank with the intention to threaten the officer’s fraternity in State Bank to restrain them from participation in the strike for legitimate issues raised by the UFBU our apex organization in the banking industry.

The strike action is to express our solidarity with the striking labour force in the country as per the directives of the Central Trade Union with a view to oppose several policies of the Government as well as the Management of the Banks in the banking industry and it is part of our continuous campaign against the so called reforms that is being advocated by the Government of India and other agencies in the country.  Hence, the Federation being part of the Confederation has decided to participate in the strike and accordingly our members are advised to observe strike in total all over the country.

The letter served on the Officers also states about the provisions of the section 36 of the Banking Regulation Act, and also other provisions of Banking Regulation Act 1949 indicating that action may be initiated against them for participation the strike under these laws too. We draw your kind attention to the fact that the Action Taken Report by the Government on the recommendations made by the Committee on Petitions in the 5th Lok Sabha have categorically stated that the provisions of Sec 36 of BR Act will not endanger genuine trade union activities and the proposed strike is for protection of the fundamental rights of the citizens by the Trade Unions and hence the quoting of this section in your letter is highly regretted and seen as intimidation of the members.

The strike action is a legitimate action of the members of any trade union, guaranteed under the Constitution of India and hence the banks initiative amounts to suppression of the trade union right of the members available under the constitution of India. Hence, any attempt to victimize the members for participation in the strike cannot be tolerated.

We therefore request you to kindly desist from these initiatives to avoid unnecessary industrial relations irritations in the State Bank of India.
